Tucson Charity Bridge Club Eliminates Half Tables

The July 2017 issue of the ACBL Bulletin included an article on use of BBO robots to 

fill in to eliminate half table games.  Tucson Charity had been seeking a way to elimi-
nate half table games while still welcoming all comers to their sessions.  ACBL pro-

vided step by step instructions for including BBO robots in a live game.  Ruth Hou-
kom asked Len Hall whether the robot option would be viable and desirable.  Before 

you could say “Director please” Len had figured it all out.   
The first test was to be on Saturday July 8.  We were all quite excited and the ten-

sion was palpable.  Two minutes before game time a pair walked in and so the mis-
sion was aborted as there was no half table.  Undaunted, Len was set to go again on 

Saturday July 15.  It was another heart-breaker as there was no half table situation. 

Third time is a charm.  The Saturday July 22 game was joined by Mr. & Mrs. Bot who 
played N/S at table 1.  The session ran quite smoothly, but this may be due to Len’s 

expertise and advanced preparation.  Since this was a first, Len briefed each E/W 
pair coming to table 1 on the process of playing with robots.  Mr. Bot required Len to 

help Ruth indicated that she heard only positive comments during the session.  
There was some grumbling when results were posted as the Bots came in first N/S!  

However, they were NE (not eligible), so all was well.  There were only two boards 
played per round, so each E/W pair was spared a 15 minute sit-out.  The benefits of 

the robot option are much more significant in smaller games where three or more 
boards are played per round.   

Len made it all look easy, but I suspect that it is a bit tricky to keep everything going 
in sync.

Stop card to be eliminated from ACBL tournaments 
 
After roughly two decades of use, the oft-controversial Stop card found in most ACBL bidding boxes will 
soon be missing from ACBL tournaments.  
 
During meetings at the NABC, Tornonto, the ACBL Board of Directors voted 20-5 to eliminate the stop 
card from any sanctioned tournaments that start after January 1, 2018. 
 
ACBL-affiliated clubs are not required to remove the Stop card from bidding boxes, but are encouraged 
to do so. 
 
Players, meanwhile, are reminded of the obligation to pause in the direct seat after a skip bid so as to 
avoid making unauthorized information available to their partners.  Fast action -- any call or bid -- is also 
covered in this admonition.  Players should strive to maintain an even tempo during the auction. 
 
The Board’s vote came in response to a recommendation from the Competition and Convention Com-
mittee to end the use of the Stop card.   
 
Longtime National TD Sol Weinstein said the reasoning of the C and C Committee is that more people 
were using the Stop card for the benefit of their own partnerships than for that of the opponents.   
 
Another factor is that many players -- particularly the less experienced -- don’t understand it. 
 
The bottom line, in the committee’s thinking, is that the pluses of using the Stop card don’t outweigh the 
minuses of its abuse. 
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Grand Life Master Patty Tucker, who has vast experience with new players, approved of the move.  Expe-
rienced players, she said, are expected to do the right thing at the table and don’t need the Stop card.  
For may others, it’s a mystery. 
 
“It’s very difficult for many new players to understand, and they already have so much to think about,” 
she said.  “It’s just unnecessary.”

Eric Shoberg Passes After Battle With Cancer 

 
 

Eric Shoberg, Unit 356 member, died Sun-
day, August 6, 2017,  after a courageous  

five-year battle with cancer. He was 64 
years old. 

 
A long-time professional for Tucson Electric 

Power and Southwest Gas, Eric is survived 
by wife Taylor, daughter Adrienne, son Ivan 

and three beautiful grandchildren. 
 

Eric will be remembered as a true gentleman 
who excelled at the bridge table due to his 

intelligence and love for the game.   He won 

the 2016 Mini-McKenney 100 to 200 master-
point race earning 136 masterpoints, and 

the 2015 Mini-McKenney  5 to 20 master-
point race earning 104.26 masterpoints. Eric 

also earned 11.67 masterpoints as the  
winner of the 2016 Phoenix Desert Empire 

Regional’s Pro-Am pairs event with partner  
David Certa, Phoenix, AZ. 

 
Perhaps the most memorable experience Eric had at the bridge table occurred while 

playing with ACBL Grand Life Master, Marty Bergen at the Orlando Fall NABC 2016 
where he earned over 13 red and gold points.  A true testament to friendship, fellow 

bridge player, Virginia Brier, gave Eric her winning raffle ticket to play with Bergen 
as part of a fund raising effort conducted by Adobe Bridge Club, Tucson, AZ. 

 

Eric was taken from us to soon.  He will be missed. 
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Let’s dispose of the 3NT contract first, because this one our readers will make in their sleep.  West leads 
a Club, Declarer holds up until the third round (in case the Clubs are 5-3), and makes her contract when 
both enemy Aces are in the hand with the short Clubs.  Nine nervous tricks! 
  
Declarer had to rely on a considerable slice of luck to make that 3NT contract.  But in order to make 4♠ 
(from the North side) you will have to rely on some skill.  East leads a low Club and your job is to make 
10 tricks.  Clue: the only problem occurs if trumps are 4-1, so focus on that. 
 

First, here’s a losing line, see where Declarer goes wrong.  East leads a low Club, and Dummy’s Ace 
wins the trick.  Then a Spade is conceded to East’s Ace and the Club continuation is ruffed by Declar-
er.  Next, trumps are played but Declarer comes unstuck when the suit is 4-1.  East will get in with the ♦A 
and persist with Clubs, at which point Declarer will have lost trump control.  Down one!  Here is the full 
deal: 
 

 

  
Yes, North should have taken a leaf out of the No Trump playbook.  That hold-up play in Clubs, which is 
almost routine when playing No Trump, can also work in a suit contract.  North can win the opening Club 
lead with Dummy’s Ace but, when East gets in with the ♠A and continues Clubs, the correct play is to 
refrain from ruffing immediately.  When a third round of Clubs is played, North must ruff, but West never 
gets in again to do damage with his Club winners.  What’s good for No Trump is also sometimes good for 
suit play!
